Michelangelo and His Pupils:  Teacher Notes

Discussion points

· Look at the ‘bigger picture’ of the ‘Studies for profiles..’. How can you tell which drawings are by Michelangelo? Do you think they are better than the copies? What is it about them that makes you think that? 

· Which is the best copy eye in your opinion? Do you think this is a good way to learn how to draw?

Activities

· Pass a sheet with a simple drawing on it around the class and ask each child to add a copy. See how it changes as it goes along – like Chinese whispers but in pencil. 

· Practice drawing just eyes. Sit opposite a friend and just draw their left eye while they are drawing yours. Then swap and draw someone else’s left eye next to theirs. Keep on going until you have done a few different left eyes. Can you tell they are of different people? Can you look back and remember who is who?
