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Make your own diadem
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Use the template on the right to make your own diadem like the one found in the child’s grave at Ur.





1. Cut out the template. Place it on gold paper and draw round it.





2. Cut out the gold diadem, leaving about a 1cm border of extra gold paper all around the shape.





3. Draw a pattern onto the gold diadem by gently using a biro on the back of the paper. We have used diamond shapes (see picture under real diadem).





4. Draw round the diadem template again onto thin card. Cut out.





5. Place the card diadem over the reverse of the gold paper one and wrap the paper round the card, cutting and folding to hold it in place.





6. Decorate the diadem by colouring it in, or sticking glitter or shiny paper onto it.  We have used glitter glue and marker pen. The Ur diadem is decorated with precious stones – blue ones called lapis lazuli and red ones called carnelian.





7. Next get a grown-up’s help to make two holes where the dotted circles are. Sellotape behind the holes will stop them from tearing.





8. Tie string or wool through the holes in order to tie it onto your head.
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
