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1. Cut out the falcon template.





2. Draw round it on some gold paper. Cut out but leave about 1cm extra all around the edge.





3. Decorate the falcon by drawing its feather patterns on the reverse of the gold paper with a biro. Do this very gently or the paper will tear.





4. Draw round the template again onto card and cut out. Place the card outline onto the back of the gold paper outline and fold the extra gold paper over to secure it.














5. Stick a safety pin to the back with tape so that you can wear it on your chest like an Egyptian mummy.
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This falcon was made following the above instructions.
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
