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Ludo

Ludo is an ancient game. It is a simpler version of a game called Pachisi, which has been played for hundreds of years in India. But early Britons also played a game similar to Ludo, using gaming counters like those found in the grave at Welwyn Garden City. 
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How to play Ludo





2-4 people can play 


You will need a dice and four of the counters opposite for each player.





The first person to get all their pieces HOME is the winner. You can play all your pieces at the same time.








1. Choose your colour and place your four gaming pieces in the home spaces.





2. Roll a 6 to start. Starting on the coloured square, move around the board according to your throw. A 6 gives you an extra turn.





3. You can start new pieces only when you throw a 6.





4. When you have travelled all round the board, take the coloured path up to HOME.





5. The first player to get all their pieces HOME is the winner. You need to throw the exact number to finish.
