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Make your own moving model of an Egyptian toy cat
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 What to do

1. Cut out the template on the next page. Draw around each piece on the cardboard and cut out.

2. Glue the paper pieces onto the card pieces but do not glue the flap parts of the base yet.

3. If you want to colour in your cat, do this now.

4. Get an adult’s help to bore small holes with the scissors where the dots are.

5. Put the jaw piece over the top of the hole and fix it loosely with the brass fastener. Bend back the end of the fastener, then trim the ends to neaten. Again get an adult’s help with this bit.

6. Paint over the piece of the fastener which shows on the front of the cat to match the rest of it, 

or use correction fluid for a white cat.

7. To make your cat’s mouth move, thread the piece of thread through the hole above the eye. Once this has passed through to the roof of the mouth, then pull and thread through a matching hole in the cardboard of the jaw. Tie a knot to secure. You can also add a small piece of blu-tack here to add weight to the jaw.
Enjoy playing with your new friend!
Your cat has four legs – the original has three. One leg has fallen off over time.

Glue


Cardboard from a strong box


1x brass paper fastener


Paints or colouring pencils


20cms of sewing thread


1 sewing needle
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
