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Make your own Mughal pendant
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1. Cut out the pendant above. Draw round it onto card and cut out.

2. Now draw round the card template onto gold paper. Cut this out but leave about 1cm of extra gold paper around each edge. 

3. Draw the bird pattern from the pendant onto the back of the gold paper using biro.  You need to be gentle or the paper will tear. This will make it stick out on the other side, looking ‘embossed’. Or you can design your own pattern or picture for your pendant.

4. Fold the gold paper into place over the card and stick it down on the back.

5. Decorate the pendant. We used glitter glue - silver for the diamond in the centre, red for the ruby wings and green for the emerald wing-tips. Or you could stick beads or shiny paper on for decoration.

6. To wear the pendant, fasten a long piece of gold string or cord (you can buy this in any haberdasher such as John Lewis) to the back at the top with tape.
