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You will need

card

tracing paper or greaseproof paper

paints or felt tips
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2 thin rods
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tape
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1. Cut out the legs. Draw round them onto card. Colour these in and cut them out.


2. Cut out the body and head. Ask a grown-up to help you cut out inside the thick line as well. To make the frame, draw round these onto card cut out inside and out.





3. Now draw round the body and head again on tracing or greaseproof paper and cut out around the outside only. Paint or colour in the body.


4. Stick the paper onto the cardboard frame. Ask a grown-up to help you push butterfly clips through the hole marks to fix the head, body and legs together.





5. Finally, tape the two sticks to the places marked X on the beak and tail so you can work your puppet.
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
