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Make your own ring like ‘Clarence’s truck’

Clarence showed something from his everyday life on his truck ring. We made a computer because that’s what we work with all day, but you can make anything you like from your own life. The model doesn’t have to be 3D: you can draw a flat shape to cut out and stick onto the ring – for example, a football, your favourite toy, or even a plate with your dinner on it.

To make a 3D Computer ring 
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1. Colour in the template above with a silver crayon or pen. Or trace it onto gold or silver paper (we traced it onto gold paper to do our ring).

2. Carefully cut out around the solid outside lines.

3. Fold along the dotted lines. You may need a bit of help with the fiddly bits.

4. Stick with sellotape.

5. Make the ring by cutting out a piece of long thin rectangular card. Adjust so it fits your finger. Colour in to match the computer.

6. Stick the computer onto the ring.
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
