8. HUMAN REMAINS

8.1 Te Papa Claim

8.1.1 A presentation of the objects concerned was made to Trustees. Trustees
discussed the paper prepared by Mr J King and Ms J Newell.

8.1.2 Trustees decided that the Maori did constitute one cultural group for the purpose
of this matter.

8.1.3 Trustees agreed that two reports should be commissioned by independent
experts: one regarding the cultural significance of the items and the second
regarding their scientific importance for studies such as epidemiology or
genetics.

8.1.4 Trustees requested that the reports should be available for the Board meeting on
29 March 2007.
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
